Air
India has confirmed that 241 people on board its London-bound flight were
killed when the aircraft crashed shortly after takeoff from the Ahmedabad
airport on Thursday. The Boeing 787-8 aircraft was carrying 242 passengers
and crew members. The passengers comprised 169 Indian nationals, 53 British
nationals, seven Portuguese nationals and one Canadian national. “We regret to
inform that of the 242 aboard, there are 241 confirmed fatalities,” the airline said in a statement issued late Thursday.
It said the sole survivor is a British national of Indian origin and is being treated in a hospital. Air India confirms that
flight AI-171, operating from Ahmedabad to London Gatwick on June 12,2025, was involved in an accident, it said
in a statement. The 12-year-old Boeing 787-8 aircraft had departed from Ahmedabad at 1.38 pm, carrying 230
passengers and 12 crew. Air India said it offers its deepest condolences to the families of the deceased. “Our efforts
now are focused entirely on the needs of all those affected, their families and loved ones,” the airline said. A team of

Boundaries Can Set You Free

The phone buzzed for the tenth time. It was Aunty
Pammi. My heart did a familiar little dance of anxiety. |
knew what she wanted. Her son was flying to Canada,
and she needed someone to drive him to the Delhi airport
at 3 AM. Not ask, need. [ was the 'go-to' cousin, the one
with a car and a flexible work-from-home schedule. The
one who never said no. My own week was a nightmare. A
major project deadline was looming, my sleep schedule
was already a mess, and a persistent headache had been
my companion for days. My mind screamed, 'You can't
do it!" But my fingers were already typing out the usual
reply: 'Of course, Aunty! No problem.' The moment I hit
send, a wave of resentment washed over me, so strong it
made me nauseous. [ wasn't angry at her; [ was angry at
myself. Why was my 'no' always stuck in my throat?
Why did the fear of being seen as selfish, of upsetting
someone, always win over my own well-being? That
night, as [ handed over a packed dinner of parathas and
achaar to my cousin at the airport departure gate, running
on zero sleep and fumes of regret, [ knew something had
to change. I couldn't keep setting myself on fire to keep
others warm.

What is this 'Boundary' Anyway? It's Your Personal
Lakshman Rekha

We hear this word 'boundaries' thrown around a lot these
days. It sounds very Western, very formal, doesn't it? But
at its heart, the concept is as Indian as it gets. Think of it
as your personal Lakshman Rekha. Not a wall to shut
people out, but a sacred, loving line you draw around
yourself to protect your peace, your energy, and your
self-respect. It's the line that separates your needs from
the needs of others. It's the quiet understanding that your
emotional and mental well-being is your responsibility.
Boundaries are not about saying, "I don't care about
you." They are about saying, "I care about myself, too."

They are the permission you give yourself to show up as
the best version of you, not the most burnt-out version.

Why Is It So Hard for Us? The Weight of 'Log Kya
Kahenge’

Let's be honest. Setting boundaries in our culture is
tough. We are raised on a diet of selflessness. We are
taught that putting others first is the highest virtue. "Log
kya kahenge?' (What will people say?) is a background
score to our lives. For women, especially, the
expectation is to be the ever-giving, ever-
accommodating daughter, sister, wife, and mother.
Saying 'no' can feel like a betrayal of our roles. For men,
the pressure might be different - the burden of being the

unfailing provider,
the one who has to say
'yes' to every
professional and
familial demand to be B
seen as responsible. %
We worry about §
being labeled rude,
arrogant, or 'sanskari-
heen' (lacking
values). We are afraid of conflict, of hurting the feelings
of our loved ones. And so, we say 'yes' to the extra work,
'yes' to the family function we are too tired to attend, 'yes'
to the loan we can't afford to give, 'yes' to the unsolicited
advice that chips away at our confidence. Each 'yes'is a
small betrayal of the self, and over time, this betrayal
builds a heavy mountain of resentment.

The Gentle Art of Saying 'No' (Without Starting a
Mahabharata)

So, how do you start drawing these lines without
creating a family drama? It's not about suddenly
becoming a rebellious, unfeeling person. It's a gentle,
gradual process of teaching people how to treat you.

1. Start Small and with a Pause: You don't have to start by
saying no to your mother-in-law's biggest request. Start
with something small. A friend asks to borrow a
favourite dress you re not comfortable lending? Instead
of an instant' yes pause. Say, "Let me think about it and
get back to you." This pause is your power. It gives you
time to check in with yourself.

2. The Magic of "I" Statements: Instead of saying, "You
are demanding too much," which sounds accusatory, try
framing it from your perspective. "I'm feeling really
exhausted and need to rest this weekend," or "l am on a
tight budget right now, so [ won't be able to contribute."
It's hard to argue with someone's feelings.

3. It's Not the 'No,' It's the 'How': You can be firm and
kind at the same time. A warm tone and a sincere
explanation can soften the 'no". "Aunty, I'd love to help,
but I have a critical deadline that I absolutely cannot
move. I feel terrible that I can't be the one to drive him,
and I hope you find someone soon." You are validating
their need while honouring your own.

4. Ditch the Guilt: This is the hardest part. When you
first start, the guilt will be real. Your mind will play
tricks on you. Remind yourself:
setting a boundary is an act of self-
preservation, not selfishness.
People who truly love and respect
you will understand, even if they
are a little disappointed at first. The
ones who get angry are often the
ones who benefited most from your
lack of boundaries.
