“My elder sister became my mentor, stepping into a 

guiding role in my life despite the age difference 

between us. In many ways, she filled the role of a 

mother for me, offering the support I needed. Though 

she was married and had her own responsibilities, she 

constantly encouraged me to do good things, stay sober 

and have faith that everything would be okay one day.”

Often Mac used to take refuge at his friends house, 

where he could get a glimpse of normality and 

experience what a functioning family and household 

looked like.

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also left a lasting impression on me. He emphasized 

completing our work on time and treated every 

employee with fairness and respect. I still carry these 

invaluable principles with me into business today, just 

as I learned from him.

I also worked part-time for a medical device company 

before choosing to transition to an IT company. I 

moved to Chicago to continue my IT professional 

Journey. Throughout my career, I have always 

committed to long-term roles, spending 8 to 10 years 

with each company.

While living in the US, I was deeply inspired to pursue 

business ventures. My H-1B visa at the time limited my 

ability to start a business, so I immersed myself in 

network marketing to gain valuable entrepreneurial 

experience. Although not highly rewarding in terms of 

financial gains, the wisdom shared by mentors and the 

books they recommended transformed my perspective 

on life.

It equipped me with invaluable skill of understanding 

and managing people. It taught me that mastering 

interpersonal skills is essential for both personal 

fulfillment and professional success.

The road was never easy, but each challenge taught me 

resilience, humility, and the importance of treating 

others with respect and dignity.”

The Entrepreneurial Journey: Resilience in Action

Starting his professional journey, Mac faced the weight 

of financial instability. Moving to the United States 

brought fresh challenges, from navigating cultural 

differences, and building a career defined by long-term 

commitments. His experiences taught him critical 

lessons about fairness, respect, and the importance of 

treating everyone with dignity.

“ My first job as a control systems engineer, I earned just 

₹2400 per month. Financial stability was one of the 

biggest challenges I faced. My belief that God doesn’t 

give us challenges we’re not capable of overcoming, 

kept me going no matter how difficult things became.

When I went to the United States for the first time, the 

initial six months were extremely tough. I didn’t have a 

warm jacket, proper winter clothes or even a blanket. My 

first job there was at a Pizza Hut Express and being 

vegetarian, I didn’t even know what beef looked like, 

and yet I was taking orders involving it.

Fortunately I was guided by a 16-year-old coworker who 

showed me the ropes. Her kindness taught me to always 

stay humble; you never know who might step in to help 

you, no matter their age. The manager of that Pizza Hut 
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services. The another company was a high volume 

recruitment company and the third was a media buying 

company. With their support, I brought parts of their 

back-office operations to India and later expanded to 

set up a call center.

From 2003 to 2018, my life in India was marked by 

growth, challenges, and successes. Those 15 years 

were spent building and scaling the IT business, 

nurturing partnerships, and developing a strong 

foundation in back-office management and call center 

operations. This period was a testament to resilience, 

adaptation, and the fulfillment of my entrepreneurial 

dreams while staying rooted in my homeland.”

I moved back to India in 2003 and embarked on a new 

chapter. My former boss's company was significant in 

scale, comprising three major enterprises. One company 

focused on staff management, providing labor for 

industry giants like Dell and Amazon, including delivery 
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and Relationships, and the "Two T's" Teams and 

Trainings. Drawing from my extensive experience in 

networking and scaling companies, I worked diligently 

to expand BNI India. The results were remarkable. I 

scaled up BNI India to 500% and continued to mentor 

the leadership.

Lessons for Aspiring Entrepreneurs

Film stalwarts Subhash Ghai, Chidanand Naik, Boman 
Irani, R K Selvamani, Jaideep Ahlawat, Jayam Ravi, Ishari Ganesh, R. Sarath Kumar, Pranita Subhash, Jackky 
Bhagnani, Rakul Preet Singh, Randeep Hooda and Rajkummar Rao were felicitated for their immense 
contributions to cinema.

Following Indian traditions, the film festival was ceremonially inaugurated by watering of a coconut sapling by 
the Chief Minister of Goa Dr. Pramod Sawant in the presence of dignitaries like Rajya Sabha MP Shri Sadanand 
Shet Tanavade, Secretary Information & Broadcasting Shri Sanjay Jaju, Spiritual Guru, Shri Sri Ravi Shankar 
Festival Director Shri Shekhar Kapur, Chairman CBFC Shri Prasoon Joshi and Chairman Prasar Bharati Shri 
Naveneet Kumar Sehgal among others.

On the occasion, Goa CM Dr. Pramod Sawant said that Goa and IFFI are literally synonymous. “When you think 
of IFFI, you remember Goa, and when you think of Goa, you remember IFFI”.

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As all good things must come to an end, IFFI 
2024 also came to a close on November 28, 2024 
at the Dr. Shyama Prasad Mukherjee Indoor 
Stadium in Goa, but of course with its lasting 
impact on celebrating the magic of cinema and 
the spirit of storytelling, and promising many a 
pathway for future filmmakers. The 2024 edition 
of IFFI saw a participation of 11,332 delegates, 
marking a 12% increase compared to IFFI 2023. 
Delegates hailed from 34 states and Union 
Territories across India, alongside international 
participants from 28 countries.

In the case of Film Bazaar, the number of 
delegates surged to 1,876, a significant increase 

from 775 last year. Foreign delegates represented 42 countries. The business projections in the Film Bazaar this 
year exceeded Rs 500 Crores, marking a significant achievement. The Tech Pavilion featuring 15 industry 
partners also was an interesting component for the participating delegates.  Rs15.36 Cr worth of sponsorship were 
achieved from industry partners.

OPENING AND CLOSING CEREMONIES

The Opening and Closing Ceremonies featured star-studded appearances and performances, celebrating both 
Indian and international cinema. The opening ceremony paid tribute to the centenary celebrations and the rich 
diversity of Indian cinema. The closing ceremony featured music and dance, while also honoring exceptional 
achievements with awards, including the Satyajit Ray Lifetime Achievement Award presented to Philip Noyce 
and the Indian Film Personality of the Year Award to Vikrant Massey.

INTERNATIONAL CINEMA

The international cinema at IFFI was a 
curated selection of 189 films, handpicked 
from over 1,800 submissions. The lineup 
included 16 world premieres, 3 international 
premieres, 44 Asia premieres, and 109 Indian 
premieres.

The competitive sections 
were exciting, with 15 films competing for the 
prestigious International Competition Award, 
10 in the ICFT UNESCO Gandhi Medal 
section, and 7 in the Best Debut Feature Film 
by a Director category.
