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| cooled my heels since the beginning of the year and eagerly
waited to witness the glimpse of the event of Dev Deepawali of
Varanasi. To experience this, my soul yearned long to see the
beautiful strings of lighted diyas on the ghats of river Ganga in
Varanasi. Apparently, my visit was contemplated this year with
my friends and 1 finally got the glimpse of glorious Dev
Deepawali. It is one of the most celebrated festivals which
eventually makes the devotees spellbound with as twinkling of
divas as they float on the river. Varanasi is a city that boasts
peaceful vibes, friendly locals, a saree shopping hub more than
1000 temples with numerous ghats find their ground in the soil.
Dev Deepawali of Varanasi is equally popular among locals
and tourists. The ghats of Varanasi are decorated with millions
of earthen diyas, to pay tribute to goddess of Ganga which
makes it a spectacular sight. Dev deepawali is different from
Diwali celebrated all over India. While Diwali is celebrated on
Amavasya, Devdeepawali is celebrated on Kartik poornima of
Hindu Calendar which comes 14 to 15 days after the Diwali.
According to Hindu mythology on this day Gods descend to the
ghats of Varanasi to bathe in the holy Ganga river. Due to this
the festival of dev Deepawali is celebrated in this form only in
Waranasi and the city is charged up with activities during this
time. People decorate their houses, make rangolis in front of
houses with earthen lamps at night, and burn fire crackers at
night to celebrate the festival. ITwas ina
group of 20 people so we booked the
bajra boat well in advance.

With lot of enthusiasm, we boarded a
double decker Bajra from
Bhaisasurghat. Our bajra was well
decorated which exuded a welcoming
vibe at the very start. Interestingly
these bajra boats are motor powered,
ensuring a safe and enjoyable ride for
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the passengers. While the boat ride is available throughout
the day, the best time to experience it is during the sunset,
when the city comes alive with vibrant colors.

According the passengers requirements, there are hand
boats, motor boats [small, medium and large] available.
Though you can enjoy Ganga aarti from the steps of the ghats
but viewing the aarii on the boats definitely gave me a
unique opportunity to explore the full view of the ghats. 1
noticed that the ghats were jammed packed with the people
who came from different parts of India to celebrate Dev
Deepawali. The ghats were bustling with devotees and
tourists. People were taking holy bath in Ganga and floating
lamps in the river to pay respect. On the stairs of the ghats of
Ganga everyone was fixing divas for the evening festival.
There were men, women and children running up down to
help each other. Qur boatman told us that the process of
placing the lamps starts from early morning because it's a
very time-consuming task to place millions of lamps and
then pour oil into them. As the boat moved ahead, 1 saw
various ghats, temples and buildings getting decked up for
the evening with lightings and diyas. On sailing further, the
ghats looked sublime as the rays of the setting sun painted the
hues of red and orange, the scene drenched me into the deep
feeling of spirituality where 1 was
truly connected with my inner self.
One of my favorite memory in Dev
Deepawali celebration was
witnessing the Maha Aarti from the
Dashashwamedh ghat from
distance, it's a traditional Hindu
practice and is an incredible sight to
witness. Along with Ganga aarti 24
brahmins perform 24 sacred chants
and vedic mantras. The sight of the




aarti in hands and moving it back and forth in unison is a sight
to behold. T heard the chanting, drumming, ringing of bells and
conch shell blowing, filling up the air making a divine aura
which let my soul elevate in the world of spirituality and
blissfulness. There were hundreds of boats near the ghat to
watch the Aarti. The river looked staggering beautiful as it was
shimmered with refection of floating divas during the evening.
From the bajra boat T saw that all the ghats have locals to the
tourists busy in festival mode except on the Manikarnika ghat
where the process of burning pyres was going on as a daily
routine.

Interestingly, While returning back to ghat, 1 saw there were
some cultural performances also after the aarti on the
temporary stage set on the river Ganga, which showed the high
spirits and festive mode of the devotees. The firework on the
two ghats was well synchronized and burst one after the other
making the might Ganga shimmer with reflection under the
moonlit night which was a sight to be hold. This highlighted the
entire festival and transformed the aura incredibly divine.
Lakhs of people, including thousands of foreign tourists,
important delegates of the country come here to caich the
glimpse of the event which certainly leaves everyone
spellbound. There was so much energy in the environment
which left my eyes enchanted
and immersed even though the
crowd was huge. 1 saw there
was something or the other
happening on each ghat. This
truly looked spectacular and an
amazing sight to capture in my
camera.

The experience of witnessing
Dev Deepawali was a life time
and filled me with devotion and
spirituality. The ambiance of
purity and positivity around me

took me to the world of tranquility and devotion. The vision
of the beauty of millions of burning diyas and candles is the
most pleasing at this festival, it indeed made me feel as if
stars have descended to the earth . My mind is soaked up in
the beautiful images of the sight which made me feel alive
again. [ would love to immerse my soul in the divine glow of
dev Deepawali one more time.

However, there is some travel guide with all important
things to know before you visit Varanasi:

Avoid carrying expensive items and lot of cash.

Book your Bajra boat ride in advance through
visitkashi.com. or kashiyatra.com. It can be booked
from various ghats of Varanasi.

Be careful venturing out at night alone.

Do not spill anything in the holy river so carry
garbage bags.

Advisable to remain in the bajra boat till 9 pm to view
aarti, fireworks and cultural performances.

When it comes to accommodation, this eternal city
has many options to offer. Starting from budget to
luxurious ones. However, the most atmospheric
place can be found in the area surrounding Kashi
Vishwanath temple.

Varanasi also referred as a city of temples there are
more than 3000 temples and shrines dotting the city.
Kashi Vishwanath and Sankat Mochan hanuman
temples are most significant ones.

Taking a food tour in Varanasi is highly
recommended as street food in Varanasi is as
elaborate as the city's history. However, T have listed
few must try places in Varanasi without which your
trip Varanasi remains incomplete.

-Deena chat bhandar at Dashmeshwar ghat near
Godowlia chowk for lip smacking authentic chat.
The snacks are reasonably priced. Tamatar chat is a
must try.

-Don't forget to try the delicacy of Varanasi,
Mallaiyo which is a melt in the mouth sweet dish at
kachori waligali and Thatheri bazar.

-Place called “Blue lassi™ gives away delicious lassi
of 83 variety flavors.

-Don't forget to grab your tea from Lakshmi chai at
Chowk, where you can also relish bread layered with
dollops of cream and butter.
